Event Overview: Blow the Whistle on Asthma Walk is an event held by the American Lung 

Association in Arizona that brings the community together to fight against asthma!  It is fun, 
easy, and entertaining. Plus it is supporting people all over Arizona who struggle to breathe.   

The event takes place Saturday, April 10, 2010.  Registration is at 8 a.m. and the walk starts at 9 
a.m.  Registration is $10 and kids 12 and under are FREE! Walk a leisurely 5k route with friends, 
family, co-workers, pets, and kids starting at the Scottsdale Civic Center.  More than 3,000 
individuals, family, and corporate teams will be there to support the fight against asthma!  After 
the walk enjoy the Kid’s Corner with face painting and bounce houses, free massages, a 
pancake breakfast, team photos, live bands, and many more fun activities to entertain the 
whole family.   

Why We Walk:  Asthma is a chronic lung disease which 

causes physical and emotional distress for more than 600,000 
Arizonans, 100,000 of whom are children.  

 Arizona has the second highest asthma rate in the country. 

 Asthma is the third leading cause of hospitalization among 

children under the age of 15 and is the leading cause of school 

absenteeism.  

 The national annual direct health care cost of asthma is about $16.1 billion.   

 The Phoenix metro area ranked 9th on the American Lung Association’s 2009 State of the Air 
Report’s Top 25 Most Ozone Polluted cities list. Children with asthma, as well as other 
students, are at increased risk when outdoor air quality exceeds federal, health-based air 
quality standards. In 2000, 2 million children suffering from asthma attacks lived in counties 
that received an F grade for ozone air pollution. 

  



 
 
 

What You Support:  The American Lung Association achieves its mission, “to save lives by 

improving lung health and preventing lung disease” through education, research, and advocacy. 
In Arizona, here is how we focus on asthma: 
 

 Camp Not-A-Wheeze – The American Lung Association hosts the only summer camp in 
the state of Arizona for children with moderate to severe 
asthma. Camp Not-A-Wheeze volunteers are licensed 
medical professionals who supervise the children 24 hours a 
day. Children enjoy traditional summer camp opportunities 
while being in good control of their asthma, gaining self 
confidence and acquiring the skills to be proficient in asthma 
management upon returning home. 

 Asthma Clinical Research Centers - An American Lung Association-sponsored research 
program seeking to conduct large clinical trials that will provide useful information 
important to the direct care of people who have asthma.  

 Local Advocacy and Education – 
o The American Lung Association Open Airways For Schools® program aims to 

enable children with asthma to take care of their asthma on a daily basis. The 
program consists of 6 – forty minute sessions with handouts and take-home 
assignments. 

o Asthma 101TM What You Need To Know is a comprehensive educational program 
that provides basic information about asthma and its management. It is designed 
for use in a variety of settings including schools, child care and sports. The one-
hour program is delivered by trained health professionals. 

o The IAQ Tools for Schools Program is a comprehensive resource to help schools 
maintain a healthy environment in school buildings by identifying, correcting, 
and preventing IAQ problems. Poor indoor air quality can impact the comfort 
and health of students and staff, which, in turn, can affect concentration, 
attendance, and student performance. In addition, if schools fail to respond 
promptly to poor IAQ, students and staff are at an increased risk of short-term 
health problems, such as fatigue and nausea, as well as long-term problems like 
asthma.
